“RUSSIAN IDENTITY AND INTERETHNIC HARMONY:
NEW RESOURCES OF CONSOLIDATION AND
RISKS OF DISINTEGRATION”: [MONOGRAPH] /

Abstract. The monograph under review is a comprehensive study that combines
conceptual developments in the field of macropolitical identity with a diverse
empirical base. The political nation in Russia is defined as a dynamic object of
purposeful state policy, which at the same time possesses its own agency and is
reproduced on the basis of collective identity. The theoretical and methodological
framework of the monograph is built at the intersection of classical Western
theories of social identity and the Russian scholarly tradition of studying Russian
identity. The authors of the monograph propose a mode-based conceptualization,
identifying various aspects of Russian identity and forming a broader spectrum of
its manifestations beyond the civic-ethnic dualism. At the same time, the monograph
does not fully reveal the interaction between nationwide and ethnic representations
of the political nation, including the possible overlap between Russian identity and
ethnic Russian identity, with blurred boundaries of belonging. In different parts of
the monograph, the very concept of identity risks becoming an overly expanded
“umbrella concept” that loses analytical precision, in line with the warnings of
R. Brubaker and F. Cooper. Also debatable are the extrapolation of regional data
to the national level, the interpretation of empirical trends exclusively in terms
of identity consolidation without taking into account the possible impact of the
“rally effect” in a crisis context, as well as insufficient attention to regional identity
and socio-economic inequality as important factors of national cohesion. Despite
a certain stylistic heterogeneity resulting from the contribution of numerous authors,
the monograph is of considerable interest as the result of a systematic analysis of
the evolution of macropolitical identity in a polyethnic state amid the internal and
external challenges of recent years. It also provides an opportunity to examine various
social trends considered in the context of Russian nation-building. The authors
convincingly demonstrate that Russian identity cannot be reduced either to the
Soviet legacy of a supra-ethnic community or to a project of political mobilization,
but exists under conditions of continuous formation through both construction and
spontaneous multidirectional self-reproduction in everyday practices, the media
space, and interethnic interaction.
